God’s Grace: Amazing and Disturbing


Passage: Matthew 20:1-16

[bookmark: _GoBack]Summary:  God’s grace has two sides of it, for some it is simply amazing, while for others it may appear disturbing.  For those who receive it, they are often at a loss for words. For those who see it as disturbing, they are admitting they have an issue with the Father.  As the field owner says in  V.15, “Don’t I have the right to do what I want with my own money?  Or are you envious because I am generous?”
